This Week in Jewish History:   
 

(5 Shevat) Yahrtzeit of Rabbi Yehudah Leib Alter (1847-1905) -- the Sfas Emes -- leader 
of the Ger chassidic dynasty.  He was orphaned as a baby and raised by his grandfather, 
the “Chiddushei HaRim.”  Ger had become the largest chassidic group in Poland prior to 
the Holocaust, numbering 250,000.  The son of Sfas Emes escaped the Nazis, and came 
to Israel, where he oversaw the rebuilding of the Ger community.
